PTA General Membership Meeting Minutes — September 15, 2011

Meeting was called to order at 7:38PM and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Dawn Macchia, President, welcomed all parents and introduced the 2011-2012 PTA officers.

Pam Kelter, Parliamentarian, gave an overview of the PTA Guidelines and Roberts Rule of Orders. Roberts Rule of
Orders help the meetings run smoothly and ensure meetings are not monopolized by any one person or topic.
Meetings are usually held in Room 110, which is smaller than the current venue. This makes the meetings more
personal and everyone gets a chance to speak. Parents are encouraged to join.

Pam Kelter made a motion to approve the May minutes, Lynn Yasuda seconded and minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:

Gina Angelico gave the Treasurer’s Report — The final income statement for last year was as follows: approx $69,000
in revenue, approx $59,000 in expense and approx $10,000 net. The 2011-2012 budget was based on the 2010-2011
budget. It is hopeful that there will be the same revenue and expense.

Roy Danischewski, CPA agreed to prepare the IRS Form 990 on a pro-bono basis as he has done in the past for the
PTA.

Caroline Trimarchi made a motion to approve the budget, Julie Larsen seconded and the motion was approved.

Correspondence:

Lynn Yasuda, Corresponding Secretary stated the PTA received two thank you letters. Ms. Fusaro emailed a thank
you letter and made a monetary donation, as well as donated 2 gift certificates to the Holiday Fair. Ms. Pugliese sent a
thank you for the breakfast and stated the PTA is the best.

Principal’s Greeting:
Mr. Maniscalco stated this year was the best opening for the school year he has had in the past 40 years and he
thanked the staff, parents and students for that.

All textbooks are barcoded for tracking, but it is the hope to have e-books for all students. The e-books will be different
chapters of different books depending on the course of study.

Students can be on one of two schedules this year -- schedules are either periods 1 — 8 or 2 — 9, depending on the
student’s program.

There is a minimum of 70 students needed for the Senior Trip. This is the only trip sanctioned by the school. There has
been talk among the students of organizing their own trip. This trip is not sanctioned by the school and the school is
not providing chaperones.

Teachers are being encouraged to attend PTA meetings. This is not the time for personal questions about your child,
but a chance for the teachers to inform the parents of the curriculum.

President’s Report:

The President’s Report was given by Dawn Macchia. The PTA meetings will be as productive as possible. Having the
teachers involved in the PTA will create a Partnership with Trust. The teachers want to know what the PTA is doing,
just as the parents want to know what the teachers are doing with their child.

Parent involvement is crucial to the PTA and to your child. Parents that are involved create children that are also
involved. You do not have to commit a lot of time. The PTA is committed to spending monies raised on technology in
the classroom and education enhancement. A Fundraising Initiative letter will be going out asking each family for $150.
Last year, $22,000 was raised. This is not mandatory and any donation would be greatly appreciated. Some of the
items include, but are not limited to; netbooks, e-readers and equipment for the science lab. A new phone system is
also needed. This will call parents automatically with any upcoming information. There were no objections to any of
these items.




Faculty Greeting:

Ms. Sanguinedo and Ms. Fusaro welcomed the parents. Auditions for SING have begun. Feel free to contact either of
them with any questions. E-mail is often the best way. They thanked the parents in advance for the support in the
classroom and with the initiatives. The school thrives on students as well as parents. Parents are needed to make
things successful.

Ms. Sanguinedo also notified parents that the classrooms are peanut free zones. There are many students with
extreme peanut allergies. Please do not send your child to school with a snack that contains peanuts, this includes trail
mix and granola bars.

There will be emails sent out about student activities and
community service. If you do not have a Naviance account, please contact the Parent Coordinator, Barbara Malenfant
for log in information. Dawn Macchia stated all the AP’s and teachers are great with responding to parents. If you need
help or have a question, please feel free to email.

Parent Coordinator Report:
Barbara Malenfant, Parent Coordinator, welcomed parents to the new school year.

SERP and Dr. Davis are looking for parent and community involvement. If you or someone you know are interested,
please let us know.

Websites: Naviance is used for all emails to parents. Please contact Barbara for your log in information if you are not
registered. Naviance is also used for the college application process. There will be parent information sessions. Please
contact Barbara for an appointment. Pupil Path: Shows real time grades and attendance, homework assignments and
grades. The site was just updated and any input is welcome. Aris tracks student grades before high school and
moving on. Tech’s website, www.siths.org, is updated frequently with info. There is an annual calendar and sidebar
menu, as well as references.

Lunch forms have been given out to all students, except seniors. The State requires all students to fill out the form. If
you are not applying for free or reduced lunch, please only fill out your child’s name and sign the bottom. All forms
must be returned by next week. It can be filled out online at: www.nyc.gov/accessnyc.

Mylunchmoney.com — your child will have a new password. There is no card swiping. Please email Barbara with any
questions.

For the first month of school, the daily announcements can be checked for club meetings. A set schedule of meetings
will be made in October.

Special School Meetings:

Dawn Macchia asked parents to look over the list of meetings in need of parent representation. The parents are asked
to attend the meetings and report back to the PTA.

PSAT Exam Information
The PSAT Student Bulletin has been distributed to your child. Please review this bulletin with your child. It
contains a section entitled Prepare for the Test and Full Length Practice Test. The practice test will
cover each section of the PSAT and prepare your child for the actual exam. Classroom learning is the basis
for test questions so the best way students can prepare is to get familiar with the test and its format.
(Freshmen receive this bulletin upon payment for the exam.)

Only freshman students are required to pay for the exam. The New York City Department of
Education is paying for all sophomore and junior students. The deadline for payment of the $16.00
registration fee is Wednesday, September 28, 2011. Please send a check payable to Staten Island
Technical High School immediately if you have not yet sent one. Students are to see their guidance
counselor should they need financial assistance in paying for the exam. All freshman, sophomore, and
junior students are scheduled to take this important exam.

Students can expect to receive their results before the winter recess in December. An online feature called
MY ROAD: Dynamic Online Career, Major, and College Exploration Tool will be available to all students
after they receive their PSAT exam results in December. They will receive their scores in critical reading,
math reasoning, and writing. Students will be able to see which questions they answered correctly or
incorrectly and attain the national percentile of their performances.

SCIENCE AND MATHEMATICS ACCELERATIONQ & A

QUESTION 1: My child started at Sl Tech taking Algebra (not Geometry). | am told this may put him at a
disadvantage in the college application process (especially if interested in engineering), because he will not
be on track to take Calculus by the time he is a senior. | believe he’ll take Algebra, Geometry, Trig, Pre-Calc
over the four years. 1) Is this true? 2) If true, then should he take pre-calc College Now at CSI course
during summer between Junior/Senior year to qualify for Calculus at SI Tech when he’s a senior?

ANSWER 1:
Students who start with Algebra in the 9th grade typically have the following sequence if they do nothing at
all and simply follow the sequence:

Algebra (9th), Geometry(10th), Trig(11th), Pre-Calc (12th)

Students who take Algebra in the 9th grade and wish to accelerate have a limited opportunity to take Pre-
Calculus over the summer, prior to their senior year at the College of Staten Island's College Now program.
Space is limited and it is a first come, first serve basis. If the student takes the Pre-Calculus course and
receives an A in the course, they would be placed in Calculus, or AP Calculus AB or BC, depending on
availability of seats and a recommendation from their previous math teachers indicating their ability to
handle the AP course. Therefore, their possible sequence could be:

Algebra (9th), Geometry(10th), Trig(11th), Pre-Calc (Summer beforel2th), Calculus or AP Calculus
AB/BC(12™)

QUESTION 2: My child started at S| Tech taking Living Environment (not Chemistry). Same question as
above, but which College Now, or other outside courses can he take to accelerate his science curriculum to
make him stand out in the college application process?

ANSWER 2:
Actually, only 10% of every 9th grade class contains students who are accelerated in Science, meaning,
they are starting High School with Living Environment completed and begin in the 9th grade with Chemistry.

While this acceleration concludes the Regents Science sequence by the end of the 10th grade, it doesn't
create enough room in the 11th grade schedule to take 2 AP Science Courses. Typically, students who wish
to take an AP Science course in the 11" grade can only fit one AP Science course in their schedule
(accelerated with Regents Physics, or non-accelerated with Regents Physics as an 11th grader). For
example:

NON-ACCELERATED SCIENCE SEQUENCE:

9" - Living Environment

10"™ B Chemistry and if acceptedE SERP (Science Engineering Research Program)

11" - Physics and if accepted AP Bio or AP Chem or AP Psych or SERP

12" - if accepted . . . AP Bio or AP Chem or AP Physics B or AP Physics C or AP Psych or SERP or
Forensics Science*

ACCELERATED SCIENCE SEQUENCE:
9" - Chemistry
10" - Physics
11" - if acceptedE AP Bio or AP Chem or AP Physics B or AP Physics C or AP Psych or SERP or
Forensics Science
12" - if acceptedE AP Bio or AP Chem or AP Physics B or AP Physics C or AP Psych or SERP or
Forensics Science*
*In the 12" grade, in some cases it is possible for a student to take two AP Science Courses.
