The student body is comprised of approximately  1,000 gifted and talented students who 
gained admission via the rigorous and challenging Specialized High School Admissions 
Test.  Staten Island Technical High School provides a demanding and exclusively  college 
preparatory curriculum emphasizing mathematics, science, engineering, humanities,  
computers, and the performing arts. The school’s facilities include enhanced engineering 
and computer laboratories.

HONORS CLASSES: All Advanced Placement courses are weighted at 1.1.  All core courses at honors level are weighted 
at 1.05.
NATIONAL HONOR SOCIETY: In 2009, 177 of our students qualified for admission to the National Honor Society, based 
upon a student’s academic and personal achievements in Scholarship, Leadership, Character and Service.  These students 
provided over 197,000 hours of service to their school and community.  
PRE-ENGINEERING AND RUSSIAN: In addition to the rigorous college preparatory program, all students are given the 
opportunity  to take three years of pre-engineering courses. Staten Island Tech students take a minimum of three years of 
the Russian language, with most students electing to take Advanced Placement Russian  in their senior year.

RUSSIAN LANGUAGE AND EXCHANGE PROGRAM: All students study 
the Russian language for a minimum of three years, with many 
students opting for a fourth year at a college level in the largest 
secondary school Russian-language program in the nation. 

Students may participate in an international exchange program in 
which they have the opportunity  to travel to Russia during the school 
year and live with a host family in Moscow for two weeks. While in 
Russia, students are immersed in the history, culture and life of Russia, 
as well as learning to live with another family. While abroad the 
students journey to St. Petersburg and visit major cultural landmarks of 
the country.  Overall this is a unique program and one that gives our 
students advantages in their language acquisition and cross-cultural 
understanding that is unsurpassed.

SCIENCE ENGINEERING RESEARCH PROGRAM (SERP) is a rigorous 
and challenging three year program in which students perform original 
research and participate in local and national competitions including 
the New York City and International Science and Engineering Fair, 
INTEL Talent Search Competition, Junior Science and Humanities 
Symposium, the Siemens Westinghouse Science & Technology 
competitions, and the NYC Quality of Life competition.  

PRE-ENGINEERING: In addition to the rigorous college preparatory 
program, students complete three years combined of electrical and 
mechanical engineering, which includes courses in AutoCAD, LEGO 
Robotics, Software Applications, Digital and Analog Electronics, Intro 
to TV Production and Science Technology Engineering Math (STEM). 
Staten Island Tech is a member of the National Consortium for 
Specialized Secondary Schools of Mathematics, Science and 
Technology. 

FIRST ROBOTICS: Staten Island Tech participates in the FIRST (For 
Inspiration and Recognition of Science and Technology) Robotics 
Program. This is a nationwide program in which students design, build, 
test, and deliver a robot, in the allotted 42 days. This is an after-school 
activity that requires much time, dedication and provides a sense of 
enjoyment and accomplishment. As an introduction to FIRST Robotics, 
our students also participate in and sponsor a FIRST LEGO tournament 
for Staten Island schools. 

COLLEGE CREDITS: Our school participates in college level programs 
with the College Board’s Advanced Placement program, St. John’s 
College Extension, Kingsborough and the College of Staten Island’s 
College Now, College of St. Rose and the University at Albany's 
University  in the Classroom. These programs  give students the 
opportunity to earn college credits while in high school. For example, 
students may earn Criminal Justice and Biology Research college 
credits by taking our newest course additions in Forensic Science.

S C I E N C E

All students take Regents honors level courses in 
Living Environment, Chemistry and Physics in their 
freshman, sophomore and junior years, respectively. 
Starting  junior year, students may take Advanced 
Placement Biology, AP Chemistry, or AP Psychology. 
In Senior year, students may take AP Biology, AP 
Chemistry, AP Physics B (geared to pre-med), AP 
Physics C - Mechanics / Electricity & Magnetism 
(geared to pre-engineering) or AP Psychology. 
Forensic Science is also available starting junior year. 
In sophomore year, select students participate in the 
three-year Science Engineering Research Program 
(see the SERP section on page 2).

H U M A N I T I E S

RUSSIAN: Native speakers are identified and 
placed in Native Russian. Theses students take the 
Russian Regents at the end of the sophomore year, 
instead of the junior year and move on to AP Native 
Russian.

ENGLISH: One term in the freshman year is  
dedicated to a second period of English  focusing on 
writing.

P E R F O R M I N G  A R T S

BAND: S. I. Tech has Freshman, Symphonic, Concert 
and Jazz bands, as well as a Wind Ensemble. 
Students with a band major will have a revised 
engineering sequence. Our band has performed at 
many of our school functions and productions,  as 
well as music concerts and competitions.

DRAMA: Freshmen take a performing arts class, 
focusing on drama, movement and improvisation. In 
addition, every term at S.I. Tech is highlighted by a 
major theatrical production. Each Fall, students from 
different grade levels team up to compete in SING, 
in which the script, music, set and entire production 
is run by the students.  Each Spring there is a major 
musical production in which students earn credit for 
participating in an after school elective Musical 
Drama course. Our most recent performances 
include: Damn Yankees, Guys and Dolls, A Chorus 
Line, Once Upon a Mattress, Crazy For You and Me 
and My Girl.

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OVERVIEW OF THE SPECIALIZED HIGH SCHOOL 
APPLICATION PROCESS

There are nine Specialized High Schools in New York City. For 
eight of these schools,  admission is based on the score attained 
on the Specialized High School Admissions Test (SHSAT). The 
exception is Fiorello H. LaGuardia High School of Music and Art 
and Performing Arts (LaGuardia High School) where acceptance 
is by audition and a review of academic records. 

Obtain a copy of the Specialized High Schools Student 
Handbook from your counselor (or the link http://
schools.nyc.gov/ChoicesEnrollment/High/Publications/
default.htm).

Steps towards applying to a Specialized High School
(Adapted from the SHSAT Handbook)

Step One: Contact Your Guidance Counselor.  You should 
contact your school  guidance counselor to indicate your plan of 
taking the SHSAT and/or auditioning for LaGuardia High 
School

Step Two: Obtain a Test or Audition Ticket. Prior to the 
testing/audition date, your school guidance counselor will 
provide you with a SHSAT Admission Ticket. This ticket will 
indicate the location of the test site, the date and time of the 
SHSAT, your student ID number (for NYC public school 
students only), and the school code number of your current 
school. Your test site is based on the location of your current 
school, not where you live. 

Step Three: Rank Your Choices. On the back of the Admission 
Ticket you will need to rank, in priority order, your choices for 
the Specialized High Schools to which you want to apply. You 
will need to submit your ranking of the Specialized High Schools 
on the day of the test, and the ticket must be signed by your 
parent. You and your parents will need to determine the 
Specialized High Schools for which you wish to be considered 
and the ranking order in which you will list them on your 
application. Consider the focus of the academic program, the 
size of the school and travel time and arrangements. You may 
choose to apply from one to as many as eight schools.

Step Four: Complete and Submit Your High School 
Admissions Application. In order for you to receive the result of 
your SHSAT or the result of your audition at LaGuardia High 
School and to be considered for admission to a Specialized High 
School, you must complete and submit to your guidance 
counselor a New York City Public High School Admissions 
Application prior to the deadline (December 4, 2009). 

Remember to bring your Admission Ticket with you to your 
assigned test site on the day of the test. It is important to arrive 
at the test site at the time indicated on your SHSAT.  Please be 
advised that your picture will be taken at the test site prior to the 
start of the test. 
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Students who are 
serious in attending 
SI Tech, should 
carefully consider 
selecting SITHS as 
their 1st choice in 
Section 6 on the 
Specialized High 
School Admissions 
Test, the day they 
take the exam.

Notification Information
In February 2010, you will be notified by the Office of 
High School Enrollment as to whether or not you 
received an offer(s) to the Specialized High Schools.  If 
you audition for one or more of the programs at 
LaGuardia and take the SHSAT, it is possible for you to 
receive an offer to one of the Specialized High Schools 
and one or more of the programs in LaGuardia.

If you receive an offer to a Specialized High School 
you may, at the same time, receive your match to one 
of the other high school choices that you submitted on 
your New York City High School Admissions 
Application.  At this time you may accept either your 
Specialized High School offer or your other high 
school offer. 

Specialized High Schools Admissions Test 
The process is designed to match students based on 
their SHSAT scores and how they ranked the 
Specialized High Schools.

- Acceptance to a Specialized High School is based first 
on the student’s test score, then on the priority order in 
which the student placed the Specialized High Schools 
and on seat availability.

-  All scores of the students taking the test are ranked 
from highest score to lowest score.

- The student with the highest score is placed in his/
her first choice (highest prioritized school).

- Going down the list from the highest score, each 
student,  in turn, is placed in his/her highest 
prioritized school in which seats are still available. 
Therefore, if all the seats in the student’s first-choice 
school have been offered to students who scored 
higher, he/she is placed in his/her second-choice 
school if seats are available, and so on. This process 
continues until there are no seats available in any of 
the nine Specialized High Schools.
